1. Eligibility:

Bowlers:

Must have bowled in a 2009-2010 Buffaloe Lanes North, South, Cary and/or Erwin youth league
Must bowl in a 2010-2011 Buffaloe Lanes North, South, Cary and/or Erwin youth league

Bowler must be in good standing, in all leagues bowled

A bowler may not compete more than once.

USBC Youth Rules will be in effect.
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2. Costs:
$20 per bowler:  For individuals that qualify.
Late Reg. Fee: A late fee of $15 for entries not received before October 18, 2010 must be paid
prior to competition.
3. Average:
Averages: Average will be the bowler’s highest Buffaloe Lanes league final 2009-2010 average, from all
leagues bowled in Buffaloe Lanes Centers.

Handicap: No handicap will be used for this tournament.

4. Entries

1. All entries must be received before October 18"

2. Any entry received after October 18" is subject to divisional availability and will be assessed a $15 late
entry charge.

3. Must report to the tournament desk during scheduled check in-time.
(12:30pm-1:30pm Saturday)

5. Divisions:

All bowlers in the championship will compete in one of four divisions, regardless of age or gender. Divisions are
determined by the bowler’s qualifying average only. (See Above #3 Bowlers/Eligibility) All Divisions bowl at
2:00 pm Saturday October 23", 2010.

Gold Division - Qualifying average of 180 and above.

Silver Division- Qualifying average of 154 to 179.

Bronze Division - Qualifying average of 129 to 153

Nickel Division - Qualifying average of 128 and below

6. Qualifying Round:

All bowlers in each division will bowl 3 games scratch to determine if they advance to the semi-final round.
Only the top 8 in each division will advance to the semi-final round carrying the total pinfall forward. Any tie
after the 3 games will be broken by highest game for the 3 game set.



7. Semi-Finals/Finals:
Semi-Finals and Final will be held on the same day (October 23™).

> All Divisions will be cut to the top 8 bowlers after 3 games of qualifying.

»  The top 8 bowlers will bowl a 1 game semi-final round.

» The top 4 bowlers in each division after the 1 game semi-final round will be seeded 1 thru 4 based on
their total pin fall (3 games of qualifying & 1 game semi-final). Any tie for total pin fall will be broken by
highest game for all 4 games.

»  The step-ladder finals will be as follows:

o #4 seed vs. #3 seed
o Winner (#4 vs. #3) vs. #2 seed
o Winner vs. #1 seed
> If a match is tied after the game is complete, the bowlers will have a 10™ frame roll-off to determine the
winner. (Step-ladder finals only).
8. Payout
1. The Top two positions in each division are guaranteed paid positions.
Division First Place Second Place
Gold $1000 $400
Silver $800 $320
Bronze $600 $240
Nickel $400 $160

2. The winner in each division will receive a free entry into the 2011 — 2012 Youth Championship.

3. Prizes will be paid in the form of scholarship to a Buffaloe Lanes USBC SMART account in the name of the
recipient.

4.  Scholarship monies will be available to the winners through the bowler’s SMART account
after January 1, 2011.

5. Any forfeited monies will be returned to the Buffaloe Lanes USBC SMART general account.
